LT232 Tips for Building Your Page

To add your page to the website
Open website: http://web.colby.edu/loveandrevolution/
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the banner running across the top of the page, select Dashboard from the pulldown menu under Love and Revolution 
Click on Pages, then select Add New
OR 
Hover over Pages, and then select Add New from pulldown menu


Adding Elegiac Text to Page
You need to strip out the Word formatting before you paste indented elegiac text into your webpage. Download Text Wrangler from the App Store:

https://itunes.apple.com/us/app/textwrangler/id404010395?mt=12
Paste the text into Text Wrangler. 
From the menu at the top, select Text > Prefix/Suffix Lines. 
In the box that pops up, make sure "insert" is selected and then add <p> as the prefix and </p> as the suffix. After clicking OK, paste the result into WP. 

Then choose Visual rather than Text, and use the indent button on every second line.

Tippy Text

To make a word clickable:
e.g. You want to give background on “Lesbia” in Catullus 5.1

Vivamus, mea Lesbia, atque amemus

Go into Edit Page, and select Text rather than Visual
Insert [tippy title=" before Lesbia, i.e. the word you want to highlight
Insert " height="500"] after the word you want to highlight

You can now write/paste your comment, e.g.**
To close the comment:
Insert [/tippy] after your comment

Vivamus, mea [tippy title="Lesbia" height="500"]** [/tippy], atque amemus

Your comment ** will now show up when you click on the word.

Accordion
To add a question and answer or series of questions and answers:
e.g. You want to ask leading questions about “Vivamus” in Catullus 5.1

Begin by making Vivamus clickable with Tippy Text:
[tippy title="Vivamus" height="500"], mea Lesbia, atque amemus

Now open the accordion by adding
[jaccordion theme="smoothness" active="1"]

Then, for every prompt and question, add

Prompt 1::
Your question?
[jacc/]
Answer 1:
[jacc/]

After the answer to the final question in the series, instead of [jacc/], add [/jaccordion]
Then close the Tippy Text: [/tippy]

Finding an Appropriate Image
You may only use images NOT covered by copyright.
Search in Google Images.
Then under Usage Rights, select “labeled for noncommercial reuse”
Download the Image onto your desktop.

Adding an Image to Your Webpage
Click on Add Media
Click on Upload Files
Drag and drop Image 
Add the title of the work, the artist, and the year it was produced to the caption, along with any other comment you may want to make. Add a short title to Alt Text.
For this website we are Right Alignment for the images on each poem’s page.
Select the size that best matches the length of the poem.

Adding an Image Within Tippy Text 
Within the Tippy Text space you have opened, add:

Then paste in the url of the image 
Then add:
"/>
If you want to add a caption it goes after "/> but before you close the Tippy Text.
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
